REGIMENTAL NEWS 

Well, weôre out of Aghanistan as a unit, but of 
course the Canadian Forces are still very much 
ñin-theatreò, operating out of Kabul on Op 
Attention, training the Afghan Army and 
Afghan National Police as NATO begins the 
transition to a functioning Afghan nation.  Itôs 
not a direct combat mission, but weôve already 
suffered one loss from a gigantic roadside 
bomb. 
 Weôre staging our forces out of Kuwait now, 
and the RHLI ï naturally ï has someone there.  
Master Corporal Graeme Schouls is on yet 
another foreign mission representing ñthe old 
13thò in time-honoured tradition.

It was an 
all-out effort but at the end, we have benefitted 
from it with our new cadre of battle-seasoned 
veterans.
